TUB TIPS
1) Washing the tub and liner: Use ¾ cup of Bleach per gallon of Water. Wash tub thoroughly including white plastic support frame (walls), Blue liner, and heaters.

2) Washing out the Submersible pump: Fill bathtub ½ way with bleach water (see ratio above – approx  ¾ of a gallon of bleach). Submerse pump into solution in tub and drain into toilet.

3) Tub Temp: Set your tub temperature between 96 and 100 degrees. Check your water temp periodically with a digital thermometer to ensure that your temperature is being maintained and not higher than 100 degrees. In order help maintain tub temperature, always keep cover on tub when not in use.

4) Watch out for that liner!!! : When setting up the tub and pulling over the permanent liner be aware of the metal hinges on the support frame. These hinges can cause a tear in the liner if not careful. Pull over gently in this area – The hinges are on both sides of the tub.

5) Packing up the tub: Please make sure that the liner and pump are thoroughly dry before storing. This will reduce mold and bacteria from forming while packed. Thank you!
